The ASB group from Tualatin 

High School ran a òBe a Soupõr Heroó food drive for 

the month of April.  Vanessa Tharp, the  teacher 

who oversees the schoolõs student activities, set a 

goal of 15,001lb..  Some coaches helped motivate 

the students by volunteering to dress up in cos-

tumes as The Village People if they collected the 

unimaginable amount of 30,000lb.  The goal sounded 

impossible but the ASB group 

rallied the students in an un-

precedented wayé. And the 

total weight came to 42,941 

pounds! 

 As our team of 

volunteer drivers pulled up to 

the school, you could see 

bags of rice piled 6 feet high 

in the windows!  What an 

overwhelming moment that 

was.  Our three 

trucks and flat 

bed trailer made 

two trips and 

then we had to 

call it quits and 

return the next 

week since we 

had only picked 

up half of the donation! 

 Our pantry last year received just over 

200,000 pounds total in donated food (in addition to 

food we order from the Oregon Food Bank) so you 

can see that this donation is major part of our food 

supply.  Now that the pantry has opened up itõs area 

to Lake Oswego & West Linn we were in need of an 

increase in donations.  This contribution was just 

what we needed!  In April we were out of rice com-

pletely and only had apricots & applesauce for fruit.  

In May the shelves were stocked to the brim with 

lots of variety for our clients to choose from.  We 

now have two pallets of rice in the back to be pack-

aged and given out over the next several months.
